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CPP Community Charity Fund


  Small Grants Scheme
· Applications will only be accepted from voluntary organisations, community groups and small charities based in, and serving the communities of York, North & East Yorkshire, Tamworth, Chesterfield and Timperley.
· Priorities will be given to projects local to a CPP office or within reasonable commuting distance for staff (it is rare therefore that help would be given to groups based more than 30 miles from a CPP office).
· The aim of the scheme is to support projects that demonstrate long term community value.
THE PROCESS
· On submission of the online application an automated email will be sent containing a copy of the completed online application together with section B of the application.

· Section B of the application requires details of a suitable referee and contains a tick list of the supporting documentation required.

· A copy of the completed application including section B and all of the supporting information should then be forwarded to the foundation.

· Applications will start to be processed only when all the supporting documentation has been received.

· If the supporting documentation is not received within 4 weeks of the date of submission of the online application, or by the advertised closing date (if applicable) then the application will be discarded.
· Once your application is received we may contact you to arrange an assessment. Assessment (if required) may be by telephone or visit.
· The process usually takes 6-10 weeks to complete.

· Applications are considered by a special panel and its recommendations are ratified by the Board of Trustees. The final decision cannot be changed and no discussion will be entered into.
· We will write to you to let you know the outcome of your application.
· Successful applicants must ensure that CPP and the Foundation are included in any publicity they arrange.

· The Foundation will in certain circumstances award a pledge.  This is the promise of a grant that will be paid when certain conditions have been met.
· A follow up monitoring interview may be arranged after the award has been spent.
· A follow up monitoring report will be required.

Grants from £100 to £750 are available. 
WHO CAN APPLY?
We welcome applications from both registered charities and from smaller groups which may not be registered as a charity, provided that the purpose of the grant is wholly charitable and for the benefit of people living in York, North & East Yorkshire, Tamworth, Chesterfield and Timperley. 
	What are the priorities?

This Fund is targeted at work which:

· is local to a CPP office

· is addressing needs identified by local people
· can demonstrate long term community value
· is fulfilling needs that are not already being met

· is aimed at small local groups 
· reaches those people who are most disadvantaged and isolated, for example due to poverty, disability, age or culture

· gives access for the disadvantaged to education and the arts

· enables people to take opportunities that would not otherwise be available to them

· supports people’s involvement in improving their own community and the natural environment 

· reflects the concerns of people living in York, North & East Yorkshire, Tamworth, Chesterfield or Timperley. 
· demonstrates a commitment to equal opportunities through activity
· priority will be given to applications where the grant covers the majority of the project cost
· funding for administration costs will also be considered 
	We cannot fund:
· individuals

· general appeals or sponsorship

· national organisations and their affiliates
· salaries or wage costs

· training costs
· work which has already started or taken place

· work which would normally be funded from statutory sources 
· work undertaken by or on behalf of statutory bodies (including parish, town, district, borough, city and county councils; police, probation, national parks, NHS bodies), or by employees of statutory bodies as part of their employment

· work undertaken by or on behalf of schools, colleges or universities as part of their normal curricular activities

· work for the advancement of religion

· work where the main beneficiaries are animals

· work which does not directly benefit people living in York, North & East Yorkshire, Tamworth, Chesterfield or Timperley
· holidays or trips or purchase equipment for them
