· Once your application is received we will contact you to arrange the assessment.

· The final decision cannot be changed and no discussion will be entered into.  

· Successful applicants must ensure that the Foundation is included in any publicity they arrange.
· A follow up monitoring interview may be arranged after the award has been spent.
· The Foundation will in certain circumstances award a pledge.  This is the promise of a grant that will be paid when certain conditions have been met.

	Who can apply?

· The Foundation welcomes applications from both registered charities and from smaller groups which may not be registered as a charity, provided that the purpose of the grant is wholly charitable and for the benefit of people living in Stokesley & Great Ayton.
This Fund is targeted at work which:

· is addressing needs identified by local people

· is fulfilling needs that are not already being met

· is aimed at small local groups

· reaches those people who are most disadvantaged and isolated, for example due to poverty, disability, age or culture

· enables people to take opportunities that would not otherwise be available to them

· supports people’s involvement in improving their own community and the natural environment 

· demonstrates a commitment to equal opportunities through activity
	Who can't apply?

· Individuals

· general appeals or sponsorship

· national organisations and their affiliates

· work which has already started or taken place

· work which would normally be funded from statutory sources

· work undertaken by or on behalf of statutory bodies (including parish, town, district, borough, city and county councils; police, probation, national parks, NHS bodies), or by employees of statutory bodies as part of their employment

· work undertaken by or on behalf of schools, colleges or universities as part of their normal curricular activities

· work for the advancement of religion

· work where the main beneficiaries are animals

· work which does not directly benefit people living in Stokesley & Great Ayton.
