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YORK COMMUNITY PRIDE CHALLENGE FUND 

GUIDANCE NOTES

Who can apply? 
· If you are a community, voluntary or charitable group (i.e. a not-for-profit organisation) you can apply for one grant during the financial year (April 1st to March 31st). The application can cover more than one activity provided it is within the £2,000 maximum. 
· You do not need to be an organised group and we welcome applications from individuals with a common purpose who have joined together to make a visible improvement to their local area, for example, neighbours on a street.

How much can you apply for?
You can apply for a grant for the following amount:-

· For small projects - between £100 and £300 

· For larger projects – Up to a maximum of £2000
Criteria for applications
The project for which you are applying must:-

a)
make a visible improvement to your local area or be a new scheme/project that will help deter vandalism

b)
demonstrate significant community involvement.  This might be one of the following:-

· by people volunteering to do the work or 

· by people having being involved in fundraising to contribute to the cost of project or
· by people, groups or local businesses contributing ‘in kind’, for example by donating equipment, materials to be used in the project.

What the grant can be spent on
· To buy or hire equipment such as tools or a skip

· To buy materials such as paint, plants, compost, or wood for signs 

· To pay for someone to lead a task (but not to carry out the work on their own), e.g. a gardener or joiner

· To pay for related expenses for people who have volunteered.

Monitoring
· We will ask you to complete a simple questionnaire when you have completed the project

· We will ask you to provide us with photographs of your project that show the visible improvement it has made.  

Notes to help with completion of the application form

If you can give your project a name, it will help us to identify it.  The name could be the location of the project.
           You can apply as an individual or on behalf of a community, voluntary or other organisation. 

Please describe what you want to achieve and what activities your project will involve.  


Tell us about how your project fits the funding criteria, i.e. by making a visible improvement to your area and involving the community.  
            Please tell us what sort of organisation or group you are.

If your project involves working on a piece or land or a building, we must identify who owns or has responsibility for the land or building before we can give you a grant towards it.  Some activities may need planning permission, such as putting up a structure or changing the look of a building.  

For small projects, we expect grants to be in the region of £100 - £300.  The maximum grant we can award for any one project is £2000. 

For applications from Parish Councils, an amount equivalent to 50% match funding is required.  This could be in cash or contributions in kind. Please include details in the project budget/ breakdown of costs.

The York Community Pride Challenge Fund is made up of public funds for which we are accountable, so it is important that we pay the grant cheque to a constituted group with a bank account.  

Please give an estimate of the numbers of volunteers who will be involved and how many hours they will spend on the project.
What happens next
Applications will be assessed on a rolling basis, so your application will be dealt with as soon as we receive it.  There is no closing date for return of the applications

We hope to give you a decision within 4-6 weeks.
